
JOB (JOE) M. CHRISTOPHER 
 
   Born April 18, 1931 in Paris, Texas and died 
December 26, 2008, Tucson, Arizona. He is survived by 
his wife Carol, his children Pamela, Austin, William and 
Jason, his brother, Victor, his sister Peggy, five 
grandchildren , 2 great-grandchildren and numerous 
nieces and nephews. 
   He was a career Army man having enlisted at age 17 in 
1948 and saw action in the Korean War and in Viet Nam. 
His military assignments took him to Japan, Germany, 
France, and Italy as well as many posts around the 
United States. He retired from the Army in 1969 at Fort 
Hood, Texas. 
   After the Army Joe raised cattle in Arkansas for a 
while then worked for Petroleum Helicopters on the 
Louisiana coast as a mechanic for the helicopters flying 
supplies to the oil platforms. He moved to Tucson in 
1976 and was employed by theTucson Police 
Department as a helicopter mechanic in the Air Support 
unit.  He retired again in 1993. 
   Not one to remain idle he went back to work within a 
year, first as a security guard and then later as a medical 
courier. He also started a newsletter called “Scrappy 
White”  for former army members who served with his 
regiment (8th Cavalry) during the Korean War.  For a 
while he also wrote a column in the 1st Cavalry Division 
Association newspaper for the 8th Cavalry Regiment. 
   Sharing with so many about their experiences during 
the Korean War encouraged him to write a book (“At 
Mama-san House”) about his own experiences as a 
young soldier in post World War II Japan and war torn 
Korea where he was a prisoner of war for a short time. 
Years later, he made three re-visit trips to Korea (2000-
2003) and was very impressed with modern day Korea. 
   Throughout his life and especially after his true 
retirement in 2007, his interest in family history was 
strong and he spent much time occupied in research. Joe 
contributed much to those around him and he will be 
greatly missed.
